The past continuous can be used as alter-
native to the simple past to indicate a more
casual, less deliberate action :

I was talking to Tom the other day.
The past continuous here gives the impres-
sion that the action was in no way unusual
or remarkable. It also tends to remove
responsibility from the subject. In the
above example it is not clear who started
the conversation, and it does not matter.
Note the contrast with the simple past
tense, I talked to Tom, which indicates
that I took the initiative.

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Progressive Form and Courtesy Effect

ABSTRACT

The progressive from of English verbs has as its central meaning ‘process and
duration’ and it is often referred to as denoting an action happening on a specific point in
time. But it is also accompanied with some other shades of meaning, depending on the
context and the kind of the verb used.

We can cite one of those meanings as ‘less categorical and direct, less forceful and
pressing, more polite and tentative’ than the non-aspectual forms. This additional mean-
ing may be called a courtesy effect of the progressive aspect. Here are some typical
examples -

I'm hoping you’ll be willing to join us.

I was hoping you'd lend me some money.
When will you be paying back the money?
Should you happen to be passing, do drop in.

What element or elements of the verb structure produce such an effect? It seems to be
crucial, in discussing the effect, to hypothesize that the progressive verb form denotes
incompleteness of an action or an event, as well as an indefinite period of time both
physical and psychological. Special emphasis is laid on the future continuous.
