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Foreword

Thirty-five years have passed already since the Lafcadio Hearn Library
was presented by Mrs. Haruko Baba to Toyama High School, which
after the war became the Toyama University Faculty of Liberal Arts.
The library consists of the 2,435 volumes, collected and owned by the
famous writer. Since its foundation about 1,000 people have visited
this library, and among them we can remember the names of such
famous Hearn scholars as M. M. Robert, Mr. P. D. Perkins and
Mrs. D. B. McClelland. We are sure that the existence of this library
in our school has had much good influence on the spirit of the students
in our school at large. The library itself is kept safe and sound in a
specially constructed building and is always open to visitors who wish to
see it. But the duty of the school authorities is not limited to merely
keeping the books possessed by Hearn, but it also extends to collecting as
many books and materials as possible concerning Hearn. It is, however,
very difficult to carry out this duty satisfactorily and consistently over a
long period of time, because they have many other matters to deal
with.

Last year we began to examine and put in order all the books and
materials concerning Hearn, possessed vy our school. We reorganized
the classification of them, bought and collected some more, new and
old, and made a catalogue of them all, in which not only the names
of the books and authors are recorded, but also some explanation of
them is added, where it seemed necessary. It is our intention to provide
the faculty and students of our school with a sort of ideal catalogue
of the books, the number of which is in no way large and in which,
we are aware, many books which should be there are lacking, but
which could be used to the best of their ability with the aid of this
descriptive catalogue. It is, of course, our ideal, as librarians to collect
all the books and materials on one subject exhaustively without limita-
tions on the amount of money, time and human resources. But when
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all these three are not available, it is our second ideal, to collect as
many materials on one subject as possible, to classify them as ideally
as possible and to make a descriptive catalogue of them, which is as
good as possible. In this way we hope to make up for the shortage
of books and to facilitate scholars getting more profit than ever. We
believe that a considerable amount of books on one subject, well clas-
sified and explained, may be better than a rather complete collection of
books not in good order and unexplained.

In conclusion, I would like to express my hearty thanks and respect
to the compilers of the 7 th volume of the “Study of Modern Literature
Series,” published by the Syéwa Women’s University, which was very
useful in compiling this catalogue, and to those authors and institutions,
that kindly donated their essays or publications to help this work of
compilation.
