Slang, Phrase and ldiom in Colloquial
English and Their Use. By Thomas R.

This admirable handy dictionary is to
be welcomed as a most valuable addition
to the class of books that should be found
in the private library of every serious
student of Twentieth Century English. It
is an attempt to offer a comprehensive
compilation of such words and phrases as,
in their totality, constitute what is known
as Colloquial English. As the author
points out in a useful introduction of thirty
pages, it is essential for various reasons
that the foreigner should acquire a work-
ing knowledge of the colloquial. Modern
English speech, even among the cultured,
is far more free than was the case a few
years ago. The War has added largely to
the everyday vocabulary of the average
Englishman.. Owing to the fusion of class
with class in the common life in the
trenches, many words and expressions,
formerly considered “vulgar” or not “good
form,” were found to be perfectly harm-
less, and were added to the common stock.
It is only natural that modern literature
abounds likewise in slang and colloquial
phrases, and without a practical knowledge
of such, not only is a modern novel large-
ly unintelligible, but the atmosphere the
author desires to convey will be either
entirely lost or completely misunderstood.
But apart altogether from literature, the
colloquial must be included in any study
of the English language, if the understand-
ing of English mentality is intended to be
the result of the student’s linguistic study.
Reflecting as it does, the intimate life and
activities of a people, colloquial speech is
a great key to a people’s psychology. It
is from the common everyday speech that
we can learn their interests, their ideas—
in a word, their real character.

Whatever may be the student’s aims in
studying colloquial English, he will find

the handy volume a fund of information
and inspiration. He can see there at a
glance, not only how every expression
contained is actually used, but also when
it is used; i.e. whether it is suitable for
familiar (F) or ordinary (Q) conversation,
whether it is literary (L) or vulgar (V).
A special characteristic, which differenti-
ates this dictionary of colloquialisms from
others hitherto published, is the examples
usually given in the form of imaginary
conversations between two persons. Thus
the particular word, phrase, or idiom ap-
pears in its proper surroundings. More-
over, from the context itself the exact
meaning is shown in a way that a formal
explanation, standing alone, could never
do. A specimen entry will illustrate this
more clearly (p. 247):

Duck; A lame: [9/leim dak] a disabled
person, but especially one who cannot
meet his financial obligations. (O)

A. “Jones owes me fifty pounds, but
I don’t think I shall ever get it.”

B “No, I shouldn’t think you will
He’s a lame duck, and no mistake.
I hear he owes money on all sides.”

The value of the book is greatly en-
hanced for the foreigner by the use of a
phonetic transcription, which is substanti-
ally the same as that in the Pronouncing
Dictionary by Prof. Daniel Jones. A com-
prehensive index of 54 pages facilitates
reference to the words, phrases, and
idioms included. We have no hesitation
in recommending the volume unreservedly
to all students of modern English and to
all readers of British fiction as an indis-
pensable guide to the understanding of
current English writers and publications.
Incidentally, it is also a remarkably fine
specimen of Japanese printing and book-
binding. We hope this excellent piece of
work will have the success that it deserves.
